Text S1: Calculation of Indo-Pacific reef area
We estimated that the total coral reef area in the Indo-Pacific (as defined in Fig. 1) was 158,394 km2 and that global reef area was 212,579 km2.  These estimates are similar to other recent, GIS-based estimates of regional and global coral reef coverage [e.g.,1].  Our global reef area estimate is lower likely due to poorer data quality in the Indian Ocean and the Eastern and Central Pacific.  We began with a GIS layer developed from Reefs at Risk in Southeast Asia [2], which used data from the United Nations Environment Program – World Conservation Monitoring Centre (UNEP-WCMC).  These data were then improved with data from local experts, governmental agencies, and scientists.  We added GIS data from ReefBase and Reef Check to capture reef areas in the Central Pacific.  Data were both polygons and points and were gridded at a resolution of 1 km.  
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
