The effect of neuronal knockdown of PKA-C1 (A) or PKA-R2 (B) on Aβ42 accumulation in fly brains. Transgene expression was driven by the pan-neuronal elav-GAL4 driver. Aβ42 in brains from flies at 25 dae in the detergent soluble (RIPA/1%SDS) or insoluble (70%FA) fraction was detected by Western blotting. Aβ42 levels were normalized to tubulin levels and are shown as ratios relative to controls. Representative blots are shown on the left, and means ± SD are plotted on the right. No significant differences were detected (n=5; p>0.05, Student’s t-test). Male flies were used.  
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
