Counties are categorized as “Confirmed” or “Likely” by each State agency.  All states have confirmed the initial detection within their jurisdiction through submission of specimens validated by a laboratory.  Continued confirmation of new counties within a state includes laboratory validation of specimens and/or confirmed by observed clinical field signs within a hibernaculum by state biologists.  The “Likely” category is often used prior to receiving confirmation of submitted lab specimens or when unusual winter bat activity is observed on the landscape but observed clinical signs or laboratory specimens cannot be confirmed.
