Discussion S1 In the case of the oligonucleotides distinct deviations from the linear behaviour were observed for times greater than 6 ms (Fig. 3). This behaviour was due to the limited size of the observation field. The camera field of view was only 19.2 x 19.2 µm in size, and therefore longer single molecule trajectories were only observable in cases when the respective molecules were confined in this area (1).
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
