Examples of “five-fold” claims for effect of downward mobility in social hierarchy on atherosclerosis:  

“The effects of manipulating social status were dramatic.  Dominants who became subordinate had a fivefold excess of coronary plaques compared with animals who remained dominant.” 54
“Loss of social status resulting from being rehoused with more dominant animals was associated with fivefold increases in coronary artery atherosclerosis.” 7
“Downwardly mobile animals showed a fivefold increase in atherosclerosis over two years.”7
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
