Text S2: A functional biologist, focusing on the ontogenetic level of analysis, would regard for instance the pace of brain development as a (proximate) cause for the timing of weaning. An evolutionary biologist, on the other hand, might instead regard the pace of brain development as a product of selection, reflecting for instance evolutionary adaptations to juvenile mortality rates, which would then constitute the ultimate cause for the timing of weaning. It is important to emphasize that these two perspectives are complementary rather than contradictory [25], [26] and that focus of the present study was on the former and not the latter.
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
