Figure S2. Perinuclear and nucleolar localization of GFP::RpL10A.
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The panel on the left shows Elav-GAL4>UAS-GFP::RpL10A fly brain stained with antibodies against GFP (green) and Elav (red). Elav staining in the optic lobes is much stronger than GFP because the Elav-GAL4 driver expresses at relatively low levels in these neurons. The panels on the right are a digitally magnified view of the white square in the left panel. The top right panel shows the merge and the panels below show GFP and Elav staining respectively. The GFP staining pattern recapitulates the strong perinuclear and nucleolar (white arrow) localization pattern of endogenous RpL10A.
