Notes: Since the predictor variables were standardized, it is possible to make comparisons of the numerical values of the coefficients among themselves.  We see that the coefficient of the data collection score is much greater than the others, suggesting that the uneven effort made by the ETIS managers to obtain seizures data (and the effort made by the data providers to supply the information) is the major source of bias when attempting to make inferences from seizures records.
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
